The Pittsfield Players will hold auditions for their Kid?s Theater Workshop 
production of Godspell Jr. on Monday and Tuesday, December 13 and 14, at 4 pm 
each day at The Scenic Theater, 6 Depot St. in Pittsfield. The Kid?s Theater 
Workshop is open to young people ages 8 to 18 and is a program designed to 
introduce them to all aspects of theater, from auditions to set building and lighting 
design, to performing in the actual show. The show will run February 24, 25 and 
26, 2022, right before February vacation. 

Auditioners for the show will be taught a song from the show, as well as some 
basic dance steps, and they will be asked to read from the script. They may also prepare a solo from the show 
to sing, but this is not mandatory. Anyone who is interested in participating in the technical aspects of the 
show, such as costuming, lighting, sound and stage management, should also attend these auditions. In 
addition, this year we will begin a program to teach choreography design to interested dancers ages 14 to 18.

The original Godspell was the first major musical theater offering from three-time Grammy and Academy 
Award winner, Stephen Schwartz, and it took the world by storm. It tells the story of Jesus and his disciples as 
they make different parables come to life. The show has a variety of songs in different styles from pop to rap 
to vaudeville that are used to tell the story of Jesus? life and his messages of kindness, tolerance and love.

Onion Soup Beef Pot Roast ? 
SLOW COOKER

The 
holiday 
season is so fun, but it 
can also be a hectic time 
of year.  Here?s an easy 
riff on the old classic pot 
roast.  It only takes a few 
minutes to get this into 
the slow cooker, leaving 
you lots of free time to 
get that last minute 
decorating, cleaning and 
shopping done.  And the 
bonus ? while this is 
gently cooking, your 
house will smell 
delicious!

3-4 lb chuck roast

2 cups baby carrots (leave them whole)

1 large onion, cut vertically into wedges

2 lbs Yukon gold potatoes, cut into 2-inch chunks

2 cans Cream of Mushroom soup

1½ cups beef broth (reduced sodium)

1 (1 oz) packet dry onion soup mix

Season the meat with salt & pepper on both sides.  
Place in the center of the slow cooker bowl.  Place 
carrots, onions and potatoes around the sides of the 
meat, but try to avoid putting them on top of the 
meat.

In a bowl, combine the soup, broth and onion soup 
mix, stir well.  Pour the soup mixture over the meat & 
vegetables in the slow cooker.

Cover and cook on LOW for 9 hours or cook on HIGH 
for 3 to 4 hours.

Serve the meat & vegetables with the sauce, crusty 
rolls for dipping and maybe some steamed broccoli.

OPTIONAL IDEAS

- If you?re not in the mood to peel & cut 
potatoes, you can use a bag of those mini 
yellow potatoes. Wash & dry them and keep 
them whole.  OR

Omit the potatoes, just add more carrots and onion.  
Then serve the meat and veggies with a big bowl of 
instant mashed potatoes.  MP Christakos
